Introduction of emergency measures for Thaumetopoea pityocampa

| am writing to inform you of new legislation that is planned to come into force on 29
April 2022, which will apply to exports from your country. Full details can be found in
a WTO notification which is due to be published imminently.

Enhanced import requirements are being introduced following interceptions of
Thaumetopoea pityocampa on Pinus trees imported in 2022 from places of production
that had been officially designated as free of the pest. The Phytosanitary Conditions
(Amendment) (No. 2) Regulations 2022 amend Annex 7 part A entry 57 of Great
Britain’s domestic legislation (which is Commission Implementing Regulation
2019/2072, as retained in UK law) and makes two changes:

e Removes the special requirement option of an official statement that the plants
have been produced in nurseries which, along with their vicinity, have been
found free from Thaumetopoea pityocampa on the basis of official inspections
and official surveys carried out at appropriate times for host species Cedrus
Trew and Pinus L.

e Extends the remaining special requirements to include all plants other than
seeds to all countries.

These measures impact all third countries that currently export these goods to GB
under this option. Countries which are free of Thaumetopoea pityocampa will be able
to continue exporting under the remaining options, while countries where
Thaumetopoea pityocampa is present will be restricted to exporting from designated
pest free areas or from physically protected sites.

Given the recent interception and the nature of the pest, we have determined these
measures are required to reduce the risk of pest introduction.
